The articles published in the Research Front of this issue
of Animal Production Science comprise selected papers
presented at the 5th International Conference on Sustainable
Animal Agriculture for Developing Countries (SAADC2015)
held in Pattaya, Thailand in October 2015. SAADC was
established by a non-profit volunteer group of researchers and
academicians in 2007 with the primary objective of providing
a platform for researchers, particularly those from developing
countries, to share their research findings and to network for
the promotion of sustainable animal agriculture in developing
countries.

The major activity of SAADC is its biennial conference
held at different member countries.
