6. REPRESENTATIVENESS OF SAMPLE

Males were under-represented in the survey, making up
43.1 per cent of the survey sample, compared with 49.8
per cent of the NSW population. Conversely, femaleswere
over-represented, making up 56.9 per cent of the survey
sample, compared with 50.2 per cent of the NSW
population. Among both sexes, people aged 44 years or
younger were under-represented in the sample, while
people aged 45 years or over were over-represented.
Comparisons of the distribution of the survey sample and
that of the population are shown in Table 4. After
weighting, the age- and sex-distribution of the survey
sample reflected that of the population.

Indigenous people comprised 1.7 per cent of the survey
sample, which is slightly lower than their representation
in the NSW population (1.9 per cent), and people bornin
Australia comprised 83.4 per cent of the survey sample,
which is higher than their representation in the NSW
population (70.5 per cent) according to the 2001 Census.*

Figures 1-2 and Table 4 provide information on the age
distribution of the unweighted survey sample versusNSW
population for males and females. Figures 3-10 show the
distribution of the survey sample, after weighting, by
SEIFA Index of Relative Socioeconomic Disadvantage
(IRSD) quintile, Accessibility—Remoteness Index (ARIA)
quintile, Aboriginal or Torres Strait | slander status, country
of birth, people who speak alanguage other than English
at home, current employment status, highest level of
school completed, and annual household income.
