From 379 photographs of parrots submitted to the panel, 123
were passed for incorporation in the Index, and a selection of
these will be on view at the exhibition.

It will
then be shown at the National Gallery, Melbourne, in May, and
after that will be on tour thoughout Australia, under arrangements
yet to be worked out.
